Keynote lecture about sedimentation and consolidation of suspensions 
on ECFPS 2010
Berlin, 20.9.2010: The first European Conference on Fluid Particle Separation (ECFPS) will take place in Lyon from 5-7 October 2010, organized by the French Fluid Particle-Separation Society (SF2P) veranstaltet. The introduction of a new standard operating procedure (SOP) for the direct quantitative determination of the flocculation degree of dispersions in original concentration, i.e. without dilution, highlights the advantages of this method in comparison to indirect approaches, e.g. a zeta potential measurement.
In addition to the keynote lecture LUM contributes with further activities to the conference.
